This qualitative research study goal focused on the perspectives of caring and the factors that are socialized in caring behavior of multicultural backgrounds. Purposive sampling was used to select 2 groups: 12 Thai Buddhist clients from the Praprom community  and 12 Thai Muslim clients from the Pakpoon community Nakhon Si Thammart (Nakhorn Si Thammarat Province, Southern Thailand).  The focus group techniques conssisted of taped recording and  non-participant observation for data collection during  November  2006 - March 2007. Thematic  analysis was used for data collection and study.      The results are as follows:(1) The definition and meaning  of caring by Thai Buddhist clients reflected their perceptions as helping,taking care, compromising,sacrificing, maintaining equality, and proving good services. (2) For Thai Muslim clients the definition and meaning that reflected their perceptions were hekping,taking care, giving, providing good services, sacrificing, and maintaining harmony. The factors which are socialized into caring behaviors of Thai Buddhist clients consisted of family, religion, custom-culture, and education background. For Thai Muslimclients, socialized caring behaviors consisted  of religion, family, and the caring model of Boromarajonani Srisangwan(The King\"s mother). The results indicate the informational  value of the definition and meaning of caring based on client perceptions from multicultural backgrounds. Lastly,the influence of multicultural backgrounds provided information on the formation and assessment of client needs and serves as marker in caring theory in providing  nursing care.
